About your procedure: Please do not eat for 4 hours or drink anything with caffeine prior to your test. If you’re diabetic, you may have juice and toast. Ask your physician about how to take diabetic medications or insulin the day of your procedure. Wear comfortable clothing and shoes (preferably tennis or walking shoes). Avoid applying any creams, powders, or oils to your chest the day of the procedure. Bring a list of your current medications with you and alert the staff about any allergies you may have. For a complete test description, request a patient itinerary from Central Scheduling. If you have high blood pressure, we prefer that you not take your medication the morning of the test. Please plan on this test taking 4 to 5 hours to complete.
